Solutions

· 1. Lack of Standards:

Authoring

Publishing

Searching/viewing/print

a) Authoring – put emphasis in authoring tool that will give greatest flexibility in output.  Basic tools in use:  Word Perfect/Word (limited capability); Adobe framemaker (for larger complex docs).

Figures – CAD tools (for station drawings), Visio for sketches/cartoons; group specific software.

Publishing

b.) Frequency of submittal to NRC


per 10 CFR


4/yr every three months


1/year

2. Configuration Control Issues

a) Need to ID changes to FSAR content

- Rev/Version control
- More frequent submittals make revision version control an issue

- Levels of controls may vary

b) Need to have procedures on how to do this (configuration control distrib).

Legacy Paper Issues

a) Figure/dwgs

- Use scanning tools to move hardcopy into electronic (roster) form – all at once as required/touched

- Remove from FSAR altogether (NEI 98-03)

- Remove redundant info from P&ID

b) Text

· Paper to electronic – “get into the 90s”

· Modification of FSAR (pagination/indexing) needs to be thought through.

Methods of Transmittal

Source file control:


- V & V of CD against source files


- Create FSAR of Record – image

- Read only source

b)
Just doc management….


- Record/doc. in hand



5.
Culture/familiarity w/system software

· People involved in license document program must have tools/technology/knowledge to implement program and produce/maintain desired products

· Access to PCs

· “Extranet” access by NRC send URL

· Must deal with logistics of CD prep, format, content arrangements, TOCs, viewer, help functions

· Next?  Using Net for FSAR

*Security issues may change external distribution.  Frequency of internal publish – living (like dwg updates – no CD) 4/yr

Submittal of FSAR to regulator:
