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Description:
This breakout session is intended to help attendees share information about their Vendor Equipment Technical Information Program (VETIP).  With numerous Vendor company buyouts and a “nuclear renaissance” on the horizon, companies may want to recon tact vendors that were removed from your program for a variety of reasons.   Also to be discussed are recent “OE” items and methods for determining what are “Key” safety related systems and components.

Vendor Recontact Issues
1. The program is not well defined.  What are key components?

· Generic Letter is not clear on definition of key components.

Solution:  

· Some utilities use mission critical components (MSPI components)

· Some utilities use generic list from GL 90-03.

2. How is OE integrated in VTIP

Solution:  

· CM group daily review of nuclear network for equipment issues.

· One utility credits their OE group for determining if vendor manual revisions are needed.

3. Copyright, security of electronic documents.

Solution:  

· Contracts need to include text for use and reuse of documents (doc turnover spec)

· Contracts must specify info received can be used internally within the utility as needed.

4. What level of site review is done?  
· How are multi-revs maintained? 
· If rev. 3 of a manual changes part numbers and rev 1 of the component is installed, how is this controlled?

Solution:  

· Preliminary screens done in 30 days.  System Eng or Program Eng owns the review.  If changes are needed, it is done by Design Eng

· Preliminary screen/prioritize/reviewed by DE/low level tracking

· Preliminary screen/System Eng/ 30 days/ Eng Change Request.

· Equivalent Changes to update piece parts are done on a case by case basis.

5. Staffing to maintain program and implement it

Solution:  

· 1/8 FTE per site

· 1 FTE per site

· 1 FTE per site

· No one has dedicated group

· 1/4 FTE
